from which they suffer - ticks, 
maggots, mites, wounds, ringworm, 
ear infections, fluke, strokes, poison, 
predatory badgers, garden- 
strimmers, and passing cars! (not 
fleas, which surprised me). If you are 
blessed with a live hedgehog in your 
garden, please do not feed it on milk 
or fish. Instead put out water and cat 
or dog food, or as a special treat, 
mealworms. Hedgehogs are 
nocturnal and if you see one in the 
day time it is likely to be poorly. They  
can scurry very quickly, they can 
swim and they can climb up trees. 
Unfortunately they can’t climb down 
again and just have to roll into a ball 
and fall down. You may remember the 
joke(?), “What’s black and dangerous 
and lives in a tree?” “A crow with a 

machine gun!”  Well, now we can 
amend that to one based on a falling 
hedgehog. Hedgehogs do hibernate 
from October onward but wake 
intermittently if the weather is mild, 
and leave their nest for a snuffle and 
a ‘you know what’. If you see a 
wobbly hedgehog the best thing you 
can do is get in touch with the 
HEDGEHOG PRESERVATION 
SOCIETY who will have a member in 
your locality who will rush to the 
rescue. Mrs Tiggywinkle and 
especially her little hoglets are 
notoriously difficult and very messy to 
rear. I will spare you the details of 
that. Our speaker, Rowan Worsman, 
comes from the Lancaster area and 
combines her caring for wildlife with a 
full time job in the NHS. No chance of

SKATEBOARDING PARK 
  Following the recent submission of a 
Planning Application to YDNPA by 
Sedbergh & District Community Trust 
for a skateboarding park on the 
Playing field at Howgill Lane, 
Members discussed the application at 
some length and heard objections 

from members of the public.  
Members resolved to object to the 
planning application on the grounds 
that the proposed development would 
conflict with existing uses of the 
playing field and would compromise 
future plans for the improvement of 
the playing field. In reaching this 
decision the Council had regard to 
the formal objection to the proposal 
submitted to the Authority by the 
Sedbergh Wanderers Junior Football 
Club and also its decision in 
November not to enter into a lease for 
an area of land at the playing field. 
The meeting expressed regret that 
the Council found itself in a position 
where it was in opposition to the 
Trust.

  Since that election the Boundary 
Commission has come up with its 
draft recommendations on the new 
warding arrangements for the district 
to be used from 2018.

  On Tuesday 17th May our group 
met once again at the People’s Hall.  
Dennis welcomed everyone to the 
meeting and we then observed a 
minute’s silence in memory of 
Margaret Moore who sadly passed 
away recently.  Her kindness, 
cheerfulness and friendship will be 
very sadly missed. 
  After tea and biscuits, Jacquie 
Hooley from Sedbergh First 
Responders gave us a most 
interesting and informative talk about 
their work. 
  The First Responders were set up in 
Sedbergh about a year ago and 
consist of ten very public spirited 

people, all volunteers, who work in 
conjunction with the North West 
Ambulance Service who interview 
and train them.  They are assessed 
each year and have undergone the 
highest level of police checks. 
  The First Responders are invaluable 
as the ambulance service and 
paramedics are under great pressure 
- they cover a very wide area and the 
First Responders, as their name 
implies, are often first on the scene of 
an incident and can help save a life 
whilst waiting for the ambulance to 
arrive.  They are trained simply to 
save people’s lives. 
  The scheme is entirely voluntary 
and someone is on call day and night.  
A pager connects them to the

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ambulance service.  They are 
responsible for buying their own 
clothing and kit but various 
organisations in the local community 
have donated money to them.  They 
carry a defibrillator which can restart 
the heart if someone has suffered a 
heart attack.  These alone cost 
£2,000 but the British Heart 
Foundation has donated half the cost 
of them.  Other equipment includes 
an oxygen cylinder, oxygen masks, a 
pulse oximeter for measuring the 
pulse rate and bandages. 
  They are only sent out by the 
ambulance service for “Code Red” 
incidents - possibly life-threatening 
situations, major trauma or bleeding 
for example.  They do not attend 
situations such as a broken leg, traffic 
accidents or incidents involving 
children. 
  The first thing the responders do is 
to take a history of the symptoms, this 
helps the ambulance service.  If 
someone dials 999 they may be 
directed to the incident and given 
brief details. If it is not found to be 
suitable for the responders, they may 
be stood down.  Their local 
knowledge is very helpful in finding 

the site of an emergency. 
  It is worth noting that there are three 
situations where it is imperative to call 
an ambulance, namely: 
  1) Chest pains, 2) Breathing 
difficulties, 3) A possible stroke.  As 
Jacquie told us, it is better to get the 
ambulance out and find it is a false 
alarm than not to do so in a 
potentially life-threatening situation. 
  Finally, we were shown a “Message 
in a Bottle”.  This is a plastic cylinder 
which contains people’s basic 
medical, personal and medication 
details where they can easily be 
found in an emergency and can be 
obtained from Health Centres, 
Doctors surgeries and chemists.  
They are free and are paid for by 
local “Lions”. 
  All in all, a most helpful talk which 
was much appreciated.  Our next 
meeting is on 21st June when we 
meet for lunch.

SEDBERGH BOOKTOWN 
A view from the bookshop door 
  Sedbergh Booktown was launched 
in 2005 as a result of efforts to make 
the town more economically resilient 
to natural disasters after the 2001 
Foot and Mouth epidemic by making 
Sedbergh less dependent on the 
weather and the outdoors. At its peak 
the town had six bookshops but the 
recession has created great 
difficulties for the retail trade and 
especially for booksellers. Sedbergh 
now has three bookshops with a

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further three shops carrying a good 
stock of books in addition to other 
items. There are also two other small 
bookshops at Farfield Mill. In the past 
ten years half the booksellers in the 
country have closed their doors – in 
Hay-on-Wye the number of 
booksellers has shrunk from 36 to 18 
so by that measure Sedbergh is 
holding its own. 
  Sedbergh is the only town in 
England to be a member of the 
International Booktown Organisation 
and has been designated England's 
official booktown, just as Hay-on-Wye 
is the Welsh Booktown and Wigton is 
Scotland's. It has more books for sale 
per head of the population than any 
other town in England. Some people 

hoped Sedbergh would be 
transformed overnight into a version 
of Hay-on-Wye. Booktowns take time 
to evolve: Hay has existed as a 
booktown for more than fifty years, 
while Sedbergh has been going for 
ten. For the first ten years of Hay's 
existence as a booktown it had just 
two booksellers and Richard Booth, 
its founder, was widely mocked for his 
ambitions. It is now an international 
destination, hosting the world's most 
famous literary festival. 
  Our bookshop, Westwood Books 
carries a stock of around 70,000 titles 
covering a wide range of subjects and 
we attract about 30,000 customers a 
year. Most of these customers will 
also support other businesses in the

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town. We provide the equivalent of 
three full time jobs. Many people do 
not realise that to run a business of 
this size successfully we could not 
possibly depend solely for customers 
on Sedbergh's population of around 
3,000. On a daily basis we attract 
regular customers from across the 
north west and further afield. Again 
and again the booktown attracts 
publicity for the town because it is 
truly a unique selling point. Bill 
Bryson, for instance, mentions it in 
his latest book. There would have 
been no reason for him to visit the 
town, rather than any of the other 
dozens of more picturesque 
settlements in area, if it was not a 
booktown. It also helps the “winter 

economy” by providing an attraction 
in the winter months when outdoor 
activities are less appealing. 
  Book sales do more than just 
provide a living for commercial 
retailers. The Dales and Lakes Book 
Centre which carries stock from more 
than a dozen different sellers and is 
attached to the Tourist Information 
Centre provides a steady income 
stream for the Tourist Information 
Centre. It is staffed by volunteers, but 
also  provides the funds for a part-
time manager for the Community 
Office and is open seven days a 
week throughout the year. It also 
makes a small profit which funds 
community projects in the town. It has 
recently produced an updated edition 
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of The Dales and Lakes Bookshop 
Trail leaflet which lists 26 bookshops 
in the area. With a print run of 40,000 
it is being distributed to tourist 
attractions as well as bookshops. The 
charity bookshop, Clutterbooks, 
contributes to the funds generated by 
the town's two charity shops. 
  The booktown group carries out 
regular surveys of visitors to the town 
to inform our marketing strategy. Last 
summer we conducted a survey in 
three locations – Westwood Books, 

the Tourist Information Centre and the 
Three Hares Cafe – to find out the 
reasons for people visiting Sedbergh, 
where they heard about the town and 
whether they were first time or repeat 
visitors. It is striking that half the 
visitors to the area are repeat visitors 
and of the first timers most stopped 
because they were driving through to 
somewhere else and liked the look of 
the town. 
  The wisdom of developing an 
attraction which is unaffected by 
natural disasters has been proved by 
the experience of the town in the last 
few months following the floods. 
Although trade has been affected it 
has not been reduced to the extent 
that it has been on the west side of 
the M6. It takes more than floods and 
pestilence to deter book buyers.

& THE SEDBERGH SONGSTERS   
The Sedbergh Songsters sang in the 
middle of May at the Sedbergh 
Market stall promoting dementia 
awareness in Sedbergh.

look around at the walls of this valley, 
I will be able to say I helped make 
this happen. Nobody will remember I 
helped, but I will. And nobody will 
ever feel as proud and happy as I will 
at that moment.”

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LOCAL SQUIRREL GROUPS 
  Many of you will have noticed in the 
last few editions of Lookaround 
mention of the Garsdale Red Squirrel 
Group. This group has existed for a 
few years and has done a huge 
amount to promote red 
squirrels in the Dale. This 
group complements and is of 
the same status as the 
Sedbergh Red Squirrel Group, 
a community group run by 
dedicated volunteers.

SEDBERGH COMMUNITY SWIFTS 
  Pause and look upwards, as you 
walk around!  
  Strolling round Dent on a sunny 
morning last month we saw lots of 
swifts gracing the skies, and while 
chatting to people we even spotted 
two nesting sites, as swifts darted into 
the eaves. And in Sedbergh in 
Bainbridge Rd we were delighted to 
see small screaming parties hurtling 
around Bainbridge Court. 
  However, the first two weeks of May 
were variable, with very few swifts 

around on many evenings, and this 
has also been reported in various 
other parts of the country. By the 
middle of May many more arrived. 
Most of our own swifts at Lowgill 
came back as expected between May 
5th- 8th while others did not return until 
the 17th. 
  Someone asked why we bother 
about swifts. The simple fact is that 
they are entirely dependent on us – 
our buildings – for nesting, and are in 
serious decline due to our actions in 
blocking up their nest sites and 
knocking down old properties. It is in 
our hands to do something about this, 
and surely we have a duty to help 
these tiny birds that travel over 7,000 
miles to breed with us here in 
summer. 

AKESAKES  LL  
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  June should be a good month for 
swifts: Lupton field on Back Lane can 
be a good place to see them 
wheeling around, and at least four 
houses there are lucky enough to 
have swifts nesting. The two boxes 
that have been installed at Wheelright 
Cottage b&b show how 
sympathetically they fit in. 
  At St Andrew’s church in Sedbergh 
an exciting project has been 
completed: to try and attract swifts to 
nest in the tower. Around the country 
a number of churches have 
successfully managed this, and as 
swifts are breeding in the eaves of 
nearby Sedbergh School library, our 
church just across the road  seems a 
suitable site. 
  This was no easy task, as custom-
made boxes of a rather a complex 
design were needed to fit closely into 
the louvres of the tower. Fortunately 
Nick Preston the Vet rose to the 
challenge, and without his marvellous 

woodworking skill and help this 
project would not have been possible. 
Over the winter he and Edmund 
Hoare spent many (very chilly) hours 
up the tower, hauling equipment up 
with ropes each time, until the boxes 
were finally fixed in place - the picture 
shows the end result. 
  For practical reasons the boxes had 
to be fitted into louvres facing west 
(towards Sedbergh School’s Evans 
House). So now it is a question of 
watching and waiting.  

  By the second half of June swifts will 
be feeding their chicks, so there is 
more chance of spotting them going 
into nest sites throughout the day. 
Often we watch at dusk, when both 
parents finally return to spend the 
night in the nest. 
  If you see us lurking around and 
gazing upwards, you will know what 
we are up to. Please stop and have a 
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chat. And why not join in - we really 
need more people to let us know 
when and where they see swifts. So 
many of you tell us how sad you are 
that there are now fewer swifts than 
there used to be – so now is the time 
to do something and help us!

Friday 1st July.  Gentle stroll around 
Sedbergh to see swift nesting sites 
and places where boxes and nest 
bricks have been put up.

CUMBRIA WILDLIFE TRUST 
Jubilee Wood 

  Many of you will have walked 
through Jubilee Wood and perhaps 
not realised how ancient and special 
it is. This woodland gill is rich in 
species with an abundance of native 
flowers, birds (year round and 
summer visitors) and small mammals. 
Founded in 2003, to celebrate the 
Queen’s Golden Jubilee in 2002, 
Jubilee Wood is managed by the 
Sedbergh branch of the Cumbria 
Wildlife Trust and benefited from 
grants from Yorkshire Dales 
Millennium Trust, Earthwatch, 
Cumbria Woodlands, United Utilities, 
and voluntary labour contributions 
from school pupils at Sedbergh and 
Settlebeck schools and the national 
park.  
  Jubilee Wood is located at the top 
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end of Castlehaw Lane, just above 
the farm, or grid reference SD 661 
925. Many people walk through it, 
either with their dogs, or on their way 
up into the fells. The area encloses 
part of Settlebeck Gill, which runs off 
the Howgills to join the River 
Rawthey. The lower part of the Gill, 
which makes up the reserve, is 
fenced off to protect the woodland 
from stock grazing. The contrast 
between the fenced-off area and the 
open land beyond is obvious. 

However the contrast is not new; 
woodland clearances date back 
hundreds of years and occurred 
gradually in response to demands for 
wood, stock grazing and cultivation of 
cereal crops.  
  Jubilee Wood has a number of 
notable features some of which you 
will always be able to see, others 
depend on time of year, time of day 
and luck!  A permanently visible 
feature is the gill itself, which is an 

excellent example of lower 
carboniferous conglomerate (that is 
very old rock!). So as you peer down 
into the water, you will see rich red 
rocks, which are approximately three 
million years old. Further up grey 
boulder clay, exposed during glacial 
action can also be seen. 
  Site surveys have found over 40 
plants in the hedges, by the beck and 
in the area between. Plants include 
the primrose, speedwells, clover and 
bluebell. These plants have occurred 
here naturally; they have not been 
added by human activity. Birds, 
however, are very good at distributing 
seeds and this may explain why 
garden varieties such as cotoneaster 
have begun to emerge too. The aim 
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has been to keep the area as natural 
as possible to see what grows of its 
own accord. Unfortunately, this has 
led to a recent invasion of Himalayan 
balsam. This pretty but highly 
invasive species has begun to take 
over the Gill swamping the naturally 
occurring plants as it blocks out their 
natural light in summer. In winter, the 
ground is bare leaving it susceptible 
to erosion. It can also contribute to 
flooding, as it grows in such dense 
clumps that it impedes natural water 
flow.  
  Other features include a selection of 
native trees, some of which have 
birdboxes on. Birds seen at Jubilee 
Wood include the sparrow hawk, 
spotted and pied flycatchers, various 
finches and the lovely nuthatch with 

its black eye streak.  Spotting 
mammals takes time and patience, 
and being there at the right time of 
day, but if you are lucky you might 
see the western hedgehog, the 
common pipistrelle bat, the red fox 
and even a red squirrel. 
  So if you have not been to Jubilee 
Wood before then perhaps you now 
feel inspired to do so and see what 
you can find. There is an information 
board at the top of Jubilee wood, 
which indicates some of the key 
features, and you can pick up a 
general leaflet about the reserve in 
Sedbergh Information Centre. 
  Jubilee Wood has been created and 
managed by volunteers and we are 
always looking for more help. Are you 
skilled at making bird boxes; we need 
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more to replace the old ones. Can 
you tell your mosses and lichens 
apart? If so your help is much 
needed. But everyone can contribute 
something; come and join us ‘balsam 
bashing’ Saturday 11th June from 
10-12. A few of us will be pulling up 
the Himalayan balsam, which is the 
most effective way of control. Please 
note the Himalayan balsam is 
growing down the slope into the gill 
and access may be tricky in some 
areas.  We look forward to seeing you 
there.

  As many of you will have noticed 
there is some very impressive new 
fencing on the slope above Lupton 
playing fields, and within the 
boundary twenty-six fruit trees have 

been planted.   
  Twenty of the trees are apple trees, 
a good combination of cookers, 
dessert and dual. The dual type start 
off as cookers, but as they mature 
they become sweeter and develop 
into dessert apples, great for winter 
storage.  All the apples are of 
Lakeland stock and have wonderful 
names, such as Cockermouth Codlin 
and Scotch Dumpling.  Do visit the 
orchard and look at all the labels on 
each individual tree, you may find 
ones there that you have never heard 
of before.   
  We have also planted six damson 
trees, all from the Lyth Valley, the 
traditional home of the Westmorland 
damson. These trees are reputed to 
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be tough and strong, so we're pretty 
confident they will do well here in 
Sedbergh!   
  Thank you to all our visitors who 
came to help and support our big 
Planting Day on Bank Holiday 
Monday. They were a terrific help and 
were rewarded with delicious 
homemade apple cakes and other 
goodies.  
  In time we plan to have a bench or 
two in the orchard where we hope the 
whole community will come to enjoy 
the orchard, to sit and appreciate the 
wonderful scenery in peace and 
quiet, to learn more about trees or to 
taste some of the delicious produce  ­ 
in the fullness of time! In the short 
term we plan to have some soft fruits 
growing as well as herbs for people to 

pick.  
  Although the Community Orchard 
will be open to all, you and your 
family can become members of the 
Group for £5 (single) or £7 (family). 
One of the benefits of membership is 
that it allows you to attend pruning 
and grafting courses at no extra cost,  
so if you have a fruit tree in your

JUNE GARDENING 
  I always associate the month of 
June with the height of the old 
fashioned shrub rose flowering 
season, and, if I have the opportunity 
to visit any gardens this week, I shall 
choose one which has a Rose 
garden.  
  Roses flourish best in a rich clay 
soil, so those that I have in the 
garden here struggle with my stony 
loam. However, Rugosa roses, and 
those which are related to the native 
Burnet Rose ( Rosa pimpinellifolia or 
spinosissima) naturally grow in well 
drained soils and they thrive. Rosa 
rugosa Roseraie de l’Hay has dark, 
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velvety pink, richly fragrant, double 
blooms, and Rosa spinosissima 
‘Stanwell Perpetual’ has double, pale 
pink flowers born on arching stems. 
Another beauty is the tall, blue/green 
leaved ‘Great Maiden’s Blush which 
bears full, fragrant, blush pink 
blooms. 
  For rich, dark crimson flowers, the 
“Moss rose”, ’William Lobb is 
excellent, whilst the delicacy of the 
single flowered, crimson budded, 
pink/orange/honey coloured pedalled 
“China rose”, Rosa chinensis 
‘Mutabilis’ is hard to beat. Both of 
these survived in my garden for about 
5 years, then became increasingly 
weak and spindly and were replaced 
by other plants. I now treat most bush 
roses as short lived shrubs and enjoy 

them (as a sort of bedding) for a 
limited time. 
  The natural companion for the old 
fashioned rose is the old fashioned 
Pink. Dianthus ‘Mrs Sinkins’ is 
perhaps the best known and she 
flourishes here happily in a stone 
(concrete) trough in a mixture of 
50:50 John Innes compost and sharp 
grit. She has one flush of flowers, 
pure white with the richest of clove 
fragrance. I also have 2 or 3 pots of 
the more modern (bred in 1960’s and 
1970’s) garden pinks which tend to 
have a longer flowering period. 
‘Laced Monarch’ has crimson, pink 
edged petals, ‘Gran’s Favourite’ – 
white with pink edging, and ‘Doris’, 
pink petals with crimson centres.

Please stop, its 
giving dog walkers a bad name.  
  This article appeared in the April 
issue of the Bassingbourn Village 
Voice Newsletter which is why you 
did not recognise the location and is 

reproduced by kind permission of the 
Editor.  
  I have included this article in 
Lookaround to point out that we are 
not the only community to have this 
sort of problem which has been 
overseen and monitored by many 
recently and in my opinion, the 
deposits seem to have been reduced 
in appearance. Thank you to all 
involved.

CITIZENS ADVICE BUREAU 
  Can you claim Carer's 
Allowance? 
  If you are caring for someone 
with a long-term illness or 
disability and you have had to 
reduce or give up work, financial 
support may be available for you 
both. What is available will depend 
on your circumstances. 
  The person who is ill may be 
eligible for Personal Independence 
Payments (PIP) to help with their 
daily living and mobility costs. 

Their eligibility will be assessed on 
how their condition affects them, 
and what support they need.  
  To apply for PIP, you can call the 
Department for Work and 
Pensions (DWP) and then 
complete the form you are sent.    
  If the person you care for 
receives the component of PIP 
which covers living costs (as 
opposed to mobility costs), then 
you may be able to claim Carer’s 
Allowance.  You need to earn £110 
a week or less from your job after 
tax, and care for the person for 35 
hours a week, to be eligible. You 
can make an application on the 
gov.uk website.

APRIL WEATHER 
  April is often a mixed bag and so it 
was again. Perhaps the most 
surprising result, in a month normally 
known for its showers, was a 9 day 
dry spell. In fact we finished the 
month with 3.5 inches (84mm) which 
is not excessive for April. Although we 
had a high of 70F (21C) we still had 8 
nights with a frost and a further 8 with 
ground frosts, with a low of 25.7F (-
3.5C). With the wind chill factor 
added only 3 nights stayed above 
freezing. The maximum wind gust, 
recorded on 2 occasions, was 21.9 
mph, both from the North West. 
  “Our” swallows returned on the 12th 
together. Usually the cock is here a 
week before his mate. Perhaps the 
colder spring delayed them. The 
golden spring, with daffodils, 
celandines, primroses and cowslips, 
has had a bit of variety added with 
the occasional hyacinth blooming 
together with the anchusa. Towards 
the end of the month the early 
cherries, blackthorn and an 
occasional bluebell amongst the 
stichworts, added further colour. 
There are a few more birds feeding, 
requiring the feeders to be filled a bit 
more often. The sparrows are noisily 
nest building and it seems both 
collared doves and woodpigeon have 
hatched young, judging by the egg 

shells lying around. At the end of the 
month both blackbirds and the pair of 
song thrushes were obviously feeding 
young. Where they have nested I’m 
not sure but they keeping 
disappearing into the bushes. Let’s 
hope the magpie doesn’t find them! A 
blue tit had refurbished its nest in one 
of the boxes in the garden but a wren 
has made a take over bid and filled it 
with moss. They have done the same 
to an old swallow’s nest both in the 
kennels and the donkey shelter 
across in the field. Lets hope they 
leave the main swallow’s nest!

Positive results for National Park 
planners 
  Planners in the Yorkshire Dales 
National Park gave the thumbs up to 
94 per cent of applications submitted 
last year, according to latest figures. 
  And a survey conducted by the 
Yorkshire Dales National Park 
Authority (YDNPA) showed 89 per 
cent of applicants and agents were 
satisfied with the service regardless 
of whether their application was 
approved or refused. 
  Whitehall rules say decisions on 
planning applications must be made 
within certain time limits and, in the 
financial year 2015/16, 86 per cent of 
major applications, 91 per cent of 
minor applications and 93 per cent of 
other applications were decided on by 
the Authority within the appropriate 
limit. 
  The figures also show that every 
application involving agricultural 
buildings was approved, along with 
97 per cent of other business 
applications. 
  Robert Heseltine, the Authority’s 

Member Champion for Development 
Management, said: “Planning issues 
are always a sensitive area – you 
very rarely please all of the people all 
of the time. The National Park 
Authority does come in for criticism 
from time to time over individual 
planning decisions but these figures 
show that we are an efficient service 
and that we have positive policies 
and make positive decisions 
  “In terms of appeals against our 
decisions, only 18 per cent were 
allowed and I believe this is the best 
rate of any local authority in North 
Yorkshire. It shows we are getting it 
right first time in most cases. 
  “Another pat on the back is the fact 
that the figure for customer 
satisfaction is the best it has ever 
been since the Government 
introduced the surveys in 2003. 
  “All in all it’s a good news story but 
we mustn’t become complacent 
because there is always room for 
improvement.”
