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SEDBERGH PRIMARY SCHOOL 
PUPILS HELP ENDANGERED 

EELS 
Andrew Fagg 

An ‘Eel-lite Team’ at Sedbergh 
Primary School is caring for a tankful 
of European eels, a critically 
endangered species. Pupils took 
delivery of around 50 young eels, 
known as ‘elvers’, at the end of April. 
The fish had been caught in the 
Severn. 

The Lune Rivers Trust in 
partnership with the National Park 
Authority is leading regular classes at 
the school, teaching the children 
about the lifecycle of an eel as well as 
more broadly about life in local rivers. 
In late-June, the Eel-lite Team of four 
year six boys will release the 50 eels 
in their care into the Rawthey, a river 
where eels were once abundant but 
are now scarce. 

Louisa Blundell from the Lune 
Rivers Trust said: “I grew up in the 
Lune catchment and eels were 
prevalent, but now numbers are 
massively in decline. It’s believed 
stocks have declined globally by 90 
per cent. There are issues at sea but 
also inland with problems such as 
Skerton Weir in Lancashire blocking 

the way. Eels are a sweet treat for 
otters and fish-eating birds and are 
an important part of the health of local 
riverlife. 

“It’s been a huge commitment from 
Sedbergh Primary School to take on 
the eels and help re-stock the 
Rawthey. The pupils have been great. 
They’re going to come into the school 
during half-term to make sure the 
eels are fed.”  

Sedbergh Primary School 
headteacher, Matthew Towe, said: 
“Many organisations rightly want to 
work in schools. This project stood 
out straight away. Having the eels in 
the classroom has proved an 
effective way of engaging the children 
in nature conservation and more 
widely in the health of the Rawthey, 
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which flows only a stone’s throw 
away from our school.”  

Yorkshire Dales National Park 
Authority Member Champion for 
Natural Environment, Ian McPherson, 
said: “Congratulations Sedbergh 
Primary School for looking after the 
eels. The enthusiasm with which the 
Eel-lite Team has carried out its 
duties shows how keen young people 
are to learn about the natural 
environment and care for it.” 

Part of the funding from the project 
came from Yorkshire Dales 
Millennium Trust, with pupils 
successfully applying for a grant from 
the trust’s Green Futures Youth 
Action Fund.

I have written once before about 
the curious gaggle of canines at the 
bus stop in Station Road and the 
appropriately named drain cover near 
Kings Yard manufactured by Thomas 
Crapper, but surely Sedbergh must 
excel in the oddities to be found 
here?

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road, at the same place is a large 
40mph sign! Does that mean if you 
travel out of Sedbergh on the wrong 
side of the road, you are allowed to 
do 40mph, but please keep to 30mph 
on the left? Perhaps the Cumbria 
Council gangs that look after road 
signs on opposite sides of the road 
do not talk to each other. 

Looking at the cannons outside 
Cannon House in Back Lane, pieces 
of armament apparently left behind 
during the retreat of Bonnie Prince 
Charlie on his way back to Scotland 
in 1745, and then looking at the 
cannons at the castle in Edinburgh I 
often wonder just how effective these 
weapons might have been. But did 
the noble Prince and his men ever 
really come through Sedbergh when 
the evidence that he came north 
through Kendal is much more 
compelling? Did he really spend the 
night in the chimney at the back of 
what is now the Sleepy Elephant? 

What is more intriguing is the story 
of buried treasure. A letter by an

Assembling all his family 
and servants they spent a week 
surveying and digging the likely 
areas, but without success. Is the 
treasure still there - somewhere? If 
anyone has any information about 
this I would be delighted to learn 
more. 

On the plus side how wonderful are 
the carved owls at the bottom of 
Station Road and how many places 
have got not a bus shelter but a book 
shelter? A place where all are free to 
borrow or take books or to add to the 
library?

4/ Being a CFR would be a plus 
point on a cv and may help with job 
prospects. Why would you not want 
to be a Community First Responder? 
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1/ The application process is a “faff” 
– DBS, Car documents, interview, 
references etc etc 

2/ Quite correctly the training is 
thorough and involves some online 
work before attending 2 weekends of 
practical training finishing with an 
assessment. FAQs 

• How much time do I have to 
be on call? As much or little as you 
can – there is a suggested minimum 
of 4 hours a week but that is very 
flexible.  

• How often will I be called out? 
We average 2 calls a month so in 
reality you won’t be called very often.  

• Do I have to attending 
ongoing training? We have a monthly 
meeting with a training component 
and you should aim to be at them at 
least half the time 

• Do I have to pay anything? All 
your equipment is provided and 
maintained for free – none of us do 
but apparently you can claim mileage 
for calls. Do get in touch if you would 
like to know more….. meet the other 
first responders, see the kit, look at 
the training etc etc 
mylesripley@btinternet.comIf 
anybody in the community would like 
some basic first aid training we can 

provided that for free – even just a 30 
minute hands on familiarisation with a 
defibrillator might help you if the need 
arises?

We opened our meeting on the 

21st May by thinking of our chairman, 
Dennis, and wishing him well during 
his hospital stay and hoping that he 
will soon be back in the chair once 
again. 

Our speakers were Robin and 
Caroline Sandys-Clarke who told us 
all about their alpaca herd. They have 
looked after these attractive creatures 
since 2000. Alpacas are originally 
from the Andes and live at 12,000 
feet up in the mountains of Peru, 
Chile and Bolivia.  

Robin and Caroline began with 4 
alpacas but now have as many as 93. 
Caroline showed us some of their 
fleece which is incredibly light and 
soft, the hollow fibres are very light 
but very warm and can be used for 
duvets, blankets and garments. As 
the fleece does not contain lanolin, it 
is ideal for people allergic to sheep’s 
fleece and for asthmatics. We are 
grateful to Robin and Caroline for 
their fascinating presentation.  

We also welcomed Krystyna from 
Sight Advice Kendal who told us 
about “community circles” which are a 
way of linking people with sight 
issues with volunteers who can help 
them to engage in activities and 
hobbies.

GARSDALE PARISH COUNCIL 
Stand And Deliver 

Philip Johns 
The official bit: Garsdale Parish 

Council held 3 meetings on one 
evening on 16th May. First came the 
parish meeting which was 
disappointingly sparsely attended, but 
Chairman Annette delivered her 
annual report, followed by the clerk 
with the annual accounts. Annette 
recounted the progress made by the 
councillors over the past year, namely 
the arrival of hyperfast broadband, 
renovations to the village hall, 
including a new heating system and 
odour free water, and the desperately 
needed repairs to the retaining walls 
along the A684. An initiative has been 
launched to improve the access to 
the Carlisle bound platform at 
Garsdale Station and council is 
continuing to nullify the efforts of 
SLDC to extort large sums of cash for 
needless ‘private water supply risk 
assessments’ and to reduce the 
impact of errant bikers, especially at 
summer weekends. Clerk was 
pleased to announce a healthy cash 
balance due to a successful 
reclamation of 3 years VAT, and the 
purchase of a commemorative bench 
for the brave Garsdale soldiers who 
fell in WW1. A local resident broached 
the subject of red squirrel road-kill 
which has amounted to 8 in recent 
months. A proposal to implement a 
dale-long 40mph speed limit, in an 
effort to reduce squirrel deaths, which 
would also reduce the number of 
speeding motorbikes, was discussed 
but the overall feeling was that this 
would not be popular with residents 
who use the road daily. More road 
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signs, warning of the presence of red 
squirrels, could be erected but YDNP 
were in the habit of removing them 
unless they were sited on private 
land. On a lighter note, it had been 
noticed that some daffodils, which 
had been planted a number of years 
ago, have been uprooted with recent 
traffic works and a proposal to 
replace these in the autumn was 
agreed. 

Secondly came the AGM, which 
saw all existing members elected to 
their present posts. An upgraded 
policy for data protection was also 
agreed. 

Thirdly came the ordinary council 
meeting. Along with the issues 
previously discussed, Highways had 
postponed road repairs to The Old 

Road and Grisedale, but were 
thought to be imminent. A letter will 
be sent to Carlisle/Settle Railway to 
ask for improvements to the access 
of the platform. (Since then, a site 
meeting has been arranged between 
council and Northern Rail in July, and 
this initiative is being supported by 
Tim Farron.) Full minutes and 
accounts are available on the 
website. 

The next meeting of the council will 
be on Thursday July 18th in the 
village hall at 7.30pm. All residents 
are welcome.

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The unofficial bit: Before coming to 
the main topic of my musings, visual 
pollution is presently rife in Garsdale. 
Over the last couple of weeks, a utility 
firm has coned off hundreds of yards 
of half of the road, erected ubiquitous 
temporary traffic lights, but appear to 
be digging just a single hole at any 
one time. On top of this, Highways 
have finally scraped a few pennies 
together and have started road 
repairs on The Old Road. However, 
why have they put very confusing 
signs along the A684, saying “road 
closed”, without pointing out that it’s 
the minor back road and not the 
A684? So, between them, a series of 
signs and cones have been spread 
over the carriageway making the 
A684, already rather narrow, a 
dangerous slalom course, with 
vehicles swerving around them. But, 
heh, why use one sign when they can 
use 10 or more? 

SLDC are about to spend £5m on 
the town hall, upgrading their working 
conditions to plush surroundings, 
using residents’ council tax money, 
without giving any benefits to those 
coughing up the dosh. As I have 
previously said, residents in Garsdale 
and others, pay a disproportionate 
amount of council tax compared to 
the services they receive. 
Countrywide, the average council tax 
for a band D property is £167, in 
Southlakeland it is £187, in London it 
is £140. Residents in most of the 
dales just get their rubbish collected 
once a fortnight, that is, if the poor 
snowflakes haven’t got a bad back or 
hold a grudge against a particular 
resident, but nothing else directly. 
There are no parks, streetlights, 

graveyards, libraries, police force, fire 
service, education facilities, sport 
centres etc, so why is it that our 
residents are paying over the odds to 
SLDC for such a limited service? The 
shires, nationally, apparently, pay 
higher levels of council tax and 
business rates than in the metropolis. 
Surely, we should be paying for the 
services we are receiving and not just 
because the property is worth X 
amount or is situated in the country. 
Why should we pay for something we 
haven’t got? So, the residents of 
remote properties are paying an over-
the-average rate of council tax for a 
well-below-level of service. On top of 
that, SLDC are trying to fleece 
residents over these spurious “water 
risk assessment”, just to fill their own

Police Monitored CCTV: Following 
previous discussions, a presentation 
was made to Members by Cllr Pete 
McSweeney (SLDC) in regard to 
Police monitored CCTV for Sedbergh. 
Members will discuss the idea further 
at their meeting in July. 

Projects: Members were pleased to 
note the official opening of Maryfell 
play area (due 20th June). 
Additionally, they noted that South 
Lakes Housing hoped to proceed with 
the additional parking spaces, 
previously planned for Maryfell at the 
green area, in the coming weeks.

Yet when I turn up to debates or 
questions to ministers I find myself in 
an empty chamber. 

For me this has been great as it 
has meant it has been so much 
easier to get my voice heard. 

I have been able to ask questions 
of ministers, including the Prime 
Minister and speak in lots of debates.  

I asked the Prime Minister to use 
the opportunity of an underworked 
Parliament to get us all to work 
together to fix our Social Care 
system. Something that urgently 
needs sorting.

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I asked a Minister in the Business 
Department to ensure that, as lots of 
our banking moving to post offices, 
postmasters get paid properly for the 
work they are doing. Having lost so 
many of our bank branches we simply 
cannot afford to lose our post offices 
as well. 

I asked The Economic Secretary to 
the Treasury to urgently do something 
about child poverty in our area. 
Recent figures from the Office of 
National Statistics show that after the 
price of housing is taken into account 
there are nearly 2,500 children living 
below the poverty line around here. 
That is almost a quarter of our 
children. In parts of Kendal it rises to 
over a third of kids. I don’t know 
about you but I find that heart 

breaking. I have also written to the 
Minister for Work and Pensions, 
Amber Rudd, asking her to ensure all 
new laws include a poverty impact 
assessment to ensure they don’t 
make anyone worse off. 

On top of that I have spoken in 
debates on compensation for victims 
of banking scams, housing, domestic 
abuse, health and business rates. 

Back up here I have been getting 
about as much as I can. I even 
managed to fit in three hours to drive 
down to Preston with a cancer 
sufferer so I could understand better 
what it meant to be facing 
radiotherapy treatment there rather 
than in Kendal. I knew the journey 
was demanding but I hadn’t really

Slovenia is a champion of 
beekeepers where more than one in 
every 20 citizens keeps bees. At both 
the World Bee Day at the start of the

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and we joined them when they sang 
English songs such as Lean on Me.  

Many local people will have heard 
our singers when we sing on the 
Settle Carlisle railway. In Slovenia we 
spent a day singing on the trains and 
in the stations along the Soca Valley 
railway. On our journey to Nova 
Gorica, one of our singers voiced 
their worry that we might be 
disturbing the dozen other 
passengers in our compartment. “We 
aren’t disturbed by your singing,” they 
called back. “We love it – that’s why 
we’re all joining in!”  

Most of our Slovenian songs are 
drawn from the “narodni pesmi,” the 
national folk songs which are well 
known by most Slovenians, similar to 
the way that Singing For All in the UK 
insured that most people here (over a 
certain age) knew our national songs.  

When we sang in London in 
February at the Slovene Embassy’s 
celebration of the work of Slovenia’s 
national poet France Preseren, we 
met a young student and her partner 
who invited us to her birthday party in 
a village near Nova Gorica. Here 
everyone joined in our singing, and 
we were treated to a fantastic 
performance by her father’s male 
voice acapella harmony group.  

In Zrece we sang alongside our old 
friends the Zrece town choir, Zbor 
Jurij Vodovnik, at a concert in the 
town centre, and then informally after 
an evening meal in our hotel at Pod 
Rogla. I am always delighted that the 
word for “we sing” is “pojemo” – and 
that the word for after is “po” and for 
we eat is “jemo” – po jemo, pojemo.  

In Ljubljana we sang in the rooftop 
café on a skyscraper above the 

British Embassy hosted by the 
Slovenian/Scottish friendship 
association where we sang folk songs 
from Slovenia and Scotland in 
Slovenian, English and Gaelic. Many 
of our new Slovenian friends were 
especially interested in the kilt which I 
wear, and some of my stories about 
my brother who is the Chief of the 
Clan Carmichael.  

The children at the Waldorf School 
where we also performed saw my kilt 
and asked in Slovenian: “Where are 
your bagpipes?” I replied that I didn’t 
have any – but instead they would be 
played by our singer Greg Everatt, 
who then played them a few tunes on 
his pipes.  

As well as all the singing, we 
enjoyed many outings – a walk 
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through the Alpine flower meadows in 
a high valley near Triglav, a visit to 
the old house in Skomarje where we 
sang and read poems in English and 
Slovenian, and visited the church and 
the folk museum to local poet Jurij 
Vodovnik.  

Singers enjoyed being rowed out to 
the island at Bled in a gondola, eating 
the famous Bled cake Kremsnite, 
visiting the castle in Ljubljana, 
enjoying an evening of wine-tasting at 
Vojko’s vineyard in Zrece, woodland 
walks through the Pohoje hills, and 
singing under the statue of the 
national poet France Preseren in the 
centre of the city. While some of the 
hardy among us swam in Lake Bled 
most mornings when we stayed in a 
tourist farm nearby, even more 

singers enjoyed the fabulous thermal 
baths and sauna in Zrece.  

As well as our accommodation in a 
woodland valley farm near Bled, and 
beside a mountain stream at the Pod 
Rogla Hotel, the choir enjoyed one 
night staying in the homes of singers’ 
families in Ljbuljana.  

The Ambassador told us that 
Prince Edward had visited Slovenia 
just before our arrival and had said 
that it was important to maintain the 
friendship between our two countries 
– a message which our choir sang 
throughout the land in both English 
and Slovenian in our song Let the 
Circle Be Wide: “Let your heart feel 
no fear, for there’s no strangers here, 
just friends that you never knew.”

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no form or majesty that we should 
look at him, and no beauty that we 
should desire him. He was despised 
and rejected by men, a man of 
sorrows, and acquainted with grief; 
and as one from whom men hide their 
faces he was despised, and we 
esteemed him not.” 

From Jesus’ own lips we 
hear him say, in Luke’s gospel, 
“Doubtless you will quote to me 
this proverb, ‘“Physician, heal 
yourself.” What was so marred 
or disfigured about Jesus’ 
appearance that he would 
have expected people to say 
that? 

When Mary Magdalene is 
weeping outside the empty tomb of 
Jesus & he stands before her, she 
doesn’t recognise him - she thinks 
he’s the gardener. On the road to 
Emmaus the two disciples that 
walked with Jesus again didn’t 
recognise him for the entire journey. 
Only when Jesus spoke Mary’s name 

& only when he broke bread & 
blessed it in front of the two disciples 
did Mary & the other two recognise 
Jesus. His new resurrected body was 
significantly different to how it had 
appeared before his resurrection. 

Jesus did not look like a movie star. 
He probably didn’t have perfect skin, 

a toned & bronzed body, with 
perfect golden hair. He 
probably looked like an asylum 
seeker, a homeless person, 
someone who had mental 
health problems, someone who 
had a facial deformity & was 
disabled in some way.  
What’s my point? 
If Jesus, weak & loathsome as 

he probably appeared to be, by the 
grace of God the Father could love 
the unlovable, heal the sick, welcome 
& embrace the outcasts of society, 
then he will love, heal & embrace us, 
if we will come to him in our imperfect 
state. No one is turned away when 
they turn to him. 

If you are struggling with your 
appearance, a disability, a sickness, a 
mental health issue, or anything else 
that leaves you feeling that you will 
never make it, that you won’t amount 
to much, then come along to Church 
& talk to other people who have come 
from the same place.

Flaming June? Whatever 
happened to summer? There was 
little evidence of it when thirteen of us 
set off from Sedbergh in the rain on 
Wednesday 12th June! We started 
our visit to Dalemain, the stately 
home near Pooley Bridge, with a 
warming cup of coffee in the 
Mediaeval Hall Tearoom, where an 
open fire was burning and radiators 
were fully on to stop us shivering. At 
11.30 we assembled in the Georgian 
part of the house (the familiar pink 
frontage seen from the road to 
Ullswater) to start our tour, led by 
volunteer guide Pat Newsham, who 
had come to speak to our WI meeting 
in March about Lady Anne Clifford. It 
was thanks to Lady Anne’s generous 
bequest in 1676 to her steward, 
Edward Hasell, that Edward was later 
able to purchase Dalemain, which 
has remained in his family ever since, 
11 generations later. We saw the 
Chinese Room with its handpainted 
wallpaper brought in tea clippers from 
China in 1757; the dining room with 
its family portraits, ceramics and 
impressive dining table which can be 
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extended to seat over 20 guests, still 
used by the family for Christmas 
dinner. Walking through a passage 
used by servants, we entered the 
12th century Norman Pele Tower 
where there is a display of uniforms, 
photos and other memorabilia 
associated with the Westmorland and 
Cumberland Yeomanry. Upstairs we 
saw a bedroom and a nursery, and a 
housekeeper’s room which had 
access to a priest’s hole to hide the 
Roman Catholic priest in former 
times. 

After that voyage of exploration, we 
were ready for our sandwiches, 
cream scones and gingerbread 
topped with marmalade and served 
with tea and coffee (more warming up 
required!) in the lovely tearoom. 
Suitably fortified, we then ventured 
into the gardens where the blue 
Himalayan poppies and wonderful 
herbaceous borders were in full 
bloom. Sunshine would have added 
another dimension to the view, but at 
least the rain stayed away! As is 
always the case in these visits, we 
were then funnelled back through the 
gift shop to make our choice of 
souvenirs. There were many varieties 
of marmalade to taste and choose 
from because Dalemain is home to 
the World’s Original Marmalade 
Awards and Festival in March each 
year, attracting around 4000 entries 
from all over the world in 2019. 
Despite the weather, we had a very 
enjoyable day and thank Ellen for 
organising the trip. 

‘The Gustav Sonata’ by Rose 
Tremain was the subject of our book 
club discussion the next day, at 
Moira’s house. Set in Switzerland 

during and after WW2, it tells the 
story of the friendship between two 
boys, Gustav and Anton, from their 
meeting at the age of 5 until they are 
past middle age.

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SEDBERGH COMMUNITY 
SWIFTS 

Tanya & Edmund Hoare 
The very changeable weather in 

May and June, with May being very 
dry, with some hot weeks, yet early 
June being very cold and wet, has 
made it difficult to summarise swift 
activity so far. During the wet period 
there were reports from all over the 
country about fewer swifts being 
seen. But this doesn’t mean they are 
not there, just that they are feeding 
further afield where there may be a 
better concentration of insects. Even 
in the cold wet weather there can be 
plenty however - we had a swift 
report from someone who lives a few 
miles outside Sedbergh that their 
garden is awash with insects.  

We were pleased to hear from a 
local resident just outside Sedbergh, 
who had put up boxes, that swifts had 
been seen flying close by. As they’d 
never had swifts before, and 
attraction calls are bring played, this 
is a further indication that this is a 
best thing to do to tempt them to a 
new site. We also learned that swifts 
have occupied one of the boxes 
made by Sedbergh School pupils, in 
New St. Swifts are exceedingly 

unpredictable however, and we can 
only recommend patience for other 
people who are still waiting for swifts 
to occupy their boxes.  

Both pairs of the Settlebeck swifts 
returned safely and were reunited on 
14th and 16th May. Sadly however 
one of the swifts in box 2 disappeared 
after only 2 days, we do not know 
why. Could it have been ill health? 
The remaining bird stayed on for 2 ½ 
weeks, going out each day feeding 
but returning to the nest each night 
alone. When one of a pair is left alone 
they often draw in another swift as a 
new partner but unfortunately it didn’t 
manage it, and then it too departed 
on 4th June. What did it then do and 
will it return next year to breed again? 
Those are yet other things about 
swifts that we simply do not know.  

The Settlebeck pair in box 1 laid 
two eggs on May 21st & 23rd and 
after the usual incubation time of 
about around 20 days, the chicks 
hatched on 14th June. They will 
spend about 40 days in the nest, so 
are due to fledge about 25 July. 

Now you can watch their 
development via the webcams in the 
Settlebeck school boxes: a 
marvellous opportunity for everyone 
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to share in the excitement of watching 
the live activity. See the tiny chicks 
being fed and gradually develop from 
bald bundles of skin, grow feathers 
and turn into recognisable swifts. And 
the most fascinating of all is seeing 
the chicks perform press-ups, when 
they push down hard on their wings 
and lift their body up, in order to 
strengthen their wings ready for that 
crucial maiden flight when they depart 
from the nest forever. Watch this on 
your phone or tablet, the free app, 
vMEyeCloud, can be downloaded 
and the school’s IT officer has 
produced simple step-by-step 
instructions on how to proceed. 
Contact us (details below) and we 
can email or send these to you. We 
are also hoping to have copies 

available in the Information Centre at 
72 Main St. for you to collect, but at 
the time of writing have not been able 
to confirm this. 

July is peak time for swift watching, 
with the breeding swifts being at their 
most active in feeding their chicks, 
and all the non-breeding swifts (the 1 
to 4 year-olds) flying around too. 
Newly fledged chicks won’t be joining 
them until the last week of July or the 
first week of August. So make the 
most of the brief time that these 
amazing birds are still with us.

Good news from the Community 
Orchard! Our twenty original apple 
trees, now four years old, were 
covered in blossom after a warm and 
sunny spring, and the bees had been 
very busy pollinating the flowers. 
Most of the trees now have dozens of 
tiny apples, and while the cool, dull 
June weather may result in ‘June 
drop’, it will be interesting to see how 
many of these fruits grow to full size, 
ready for harvesting in the autumn.  

May work party: Seven COGS 
members came along for the working 
party at the end of May. They weeded 
and limed each tree, and removed 
the tree stakes now that strong roots 
have developed. Many thanks to 
Malcolm Townson for keeping the 
grass under control, while leaving the 
bluebells to flourish. 

Cordons:The two-year old 
Yorkshire apple trees have grown 
well, and it will soon be time to 
complete the cordon structure and 
train the trees onto wires.  

Herbs and berries:The two raised 
beds near the Orchard gate have 
been planted with herbs and berries, 
and all the plants are thriving. We 

have mint, rosemary, marjoram, 
fennel and chives in one bed, and 
gooseberry, blackcurrant, 
strawberries and blueberry in the 
other. Alongside them is a splash of 
colour from Cosmos, Verbena, 
Nasturtium and Tithonia. We hope 
these bee-friendly plants will attract 
pollinators to the Orchard.

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A YEAR IN FITNESS – JULY 2019 
Stuart Wetherell  

This month’s topic is fitness and 
activity in childhood. 

Last month I wrote “It’s never too 
late to get in shape” and at the 
opposite end of the spectrum, it’s 
never too early to be active. We move 
before we are born and keep 
moving… but, just as with adults, 
peer pressure and formal education 
can break this unconscious flow of 
movement and activity. The fact is 
that today’s kids are the least active ever, being described as “Generation 

Inactive” by some health experts. 
Current rates of physical activity are 
unsustainable for the future of our 
public health service, and the health, 
wellbeing and longevity of our 
children. In the UK, 20% of final year 
primary school pupils are classed as 
obese and 80% of obese children 
become obese adults. If things don’t 
change, today’s children are likely to 
have a shorter life span than their 
parents.  

The benefits of regular physical 
activity for children are well 
documented: the development of 
strong muscles and bones, 
maintenance of a healthy weight, a 
decreased risk of developing type 2 
diabetes, better sleep and attention. 
Physical activity and sport can 
support the development of character, 
resilience and broader life skills – as 
well as improving the mental and 
physical wellbeing of our children. 
Mastering physical skills can help 
build confidence at every age. The 
big question is: What will it take to get 
children active at home and at 
school? How can families and society 
provide the right opportunities to 
encourage and support children to

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engage with being more active? 
Changes are needed at every level in 
order to take a more holistic approach 
to health, happiness and wellbeing. 

The two main influences on 
children come from their home life 
and later, as they get older, from 
school – both through formal 
education and school peer groups. At 
home, the biggest influence on pre-
school children is what their parents 
or grandparents do. If you are active, 
your child will see this as a normal 
behaviour. If you don’t prioritise your 
activity and your wellbeing, then your 
children won’t prioritise their activity 
and their wellbeing. Studies show that 
If you can get children active and 
eating healthily at a young age, you 
embed good habits for their later life. 

We need to think more about how we 
make moving fun and part of 
everyday life. When activity is fun it 
doesn’t seem like exercise. This is 
especially important for young 
children between two and six – for 
example getting children to act out a 
story you are telling them; they can 
be the dinosaur fighting its way 
through the jungle! Take what they 
enjoy and add physical actions to it.  

In Sedbergh we are fortunate in 
having a hardworking group of 
parents and helpers who have 
created safe and accessible play 
areas where kids can be active, with 
excellent equipment. Also, the return 
of the Gala this year (and similar 
events) have also focussed on 
’activity as fun’ – be it a bouncy castle

Doing activities together 
with your children is also important, 
whether it is swimming, taking a bike 
ride, doing a short run, or exploring 
the beautiful countryside we have 
around us on foot. Focus on 
movement not on technique – at this 
age you are looking for ‘physical 
literacy’ – knowing how to move – not 
sporting ability. Focus on basic 
movements like jumping, running and 
catching as too much pressure early 
on can put children off participating in 
sport as they get older. Enjoyment is 
key. 

Start early because once into 
education, active kids are more likely 
to be motivated, focused, and 
successful in school. It is 
recommended that children do at 
least 60 minutes of moderate to 
vigorous physical activity every day, 
yet just 23% of boys and 20% of girls 
aged 5 to 15 years currently meet this 

recommendation. Around half of this 
time should be provided within the 
school curriculum. The remainder 
should be provided outside of school 
hours, which is not always easy for 
parents to know what to do and how 
to support them. Additionally, there 
are many contributing negative 
factors… from children’s accessibility 
to technology, to parental concerns 
over safety when playing outside.  

Money is one factor to offer choices 
to children and teenagers beyond 
conventional team sports. Spending 
continues to increase, with the 
Department of Education alone 
pledging to double the amount of 
funding for PE and sport in schools 
and a predicted £141 billion is

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UK leisure market, with an increasing 
focus on children and teenagers. 
Maybe you can speak with your local 
‘activity providers’ to find out what 
they are doing for younger children 
through to teenagers. 

Generation Z is the group of 
children and young adults born 

between 1995 and 2012 (aged 7 to 
24). This is the first generation that 
has never known a world without 
mobile phones. Technology is part of 
their identify; they love social media, 
they worry about data and want to ‘do 
good’ but have a short attention span. 
Research presented at a recent 
‘ukactive’ conference, reported that 
‘Generation Z’ are “obsessed with 
childhood” and could be attracted to 
physical activity by being offered play
-type activities. Any activity offering 
needs to connect with them and allow 
them to connect with their peers both 
in person and virtually.  

It is all about finding the right 
activity; it doesn’t mean you have to 
join a sports team or sign up at the 
gym. Lack of confidence, body image,

off team sports and gym work but 
there are plenty of other activities 
available either to do solo or in small 
groups. Climbing, kayaking, cycling 
and fell running all fall into this 
category and enjoyment in these 
activities may lead to the child finding 
confidence in other sports and 
activities encouraging them to get 
fitter to get better. But, don’t be 
surprised if it involves the use of 
mobile phones and Apps!  

To conclude. Firstly, be a good 
example - prioritise your fitness and 
activity and your children will follow 
your lead. Secondly, support events 
and initiatives that support your 
children’s activity. They can only exist 
if they are supported – use it or lose 
it. A “like” on Facebook, although 
welcome, does not count! Thirdly, 
lobby your local sports clubs and 
fitness providers to find ways to 
improve access for younger 
children. Finally, make sure that the 
activity is fun for your child – 
remembering that one child’s fun 
activity is another’s nightmare.

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COURIER FRAUD, BOGUS 
POLICE AND BANK OFFICIALS 

ALERT. 
WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW 

National Administrator;  
Action Fraud 

Individuals have received calls from 
people claiming to be a police officer 
or banking official.  

The suspect will say: 
1. There has been fraudulent 

activity at the victims’ bank and the 
staff at the bank are involved, the 
victim is then asked to withdraw 
money to either keep it safe or assist 
the police with their investigation. 

2. A business such as a jewellers or 
currency exchange is fraudulent and 
they require the victims’ assistance to 
help secure evidence by purchasing 
jewellery or exchange a large amount 
of currency to hand over to the police. 

3. The victims’ card has been 
compromised and used to purchase 
goods by a suspect, the victim is 
requested to withdraw their money to 
keep it safe or hand over their bank 
card to the police. 

4. Occasionally the victims are told 
to dial a non-emergency extension of 
‘161’ to receive confirmation of the 

individual’s bogus identity and the 
bogus official will advise the victim to 
lie about the reason for the 
withdrawal or purchase if challenged 
by staff, as the staff member is 
involved in the fraud. 

5. A courier attends the victim’s 
home address to collect the goods 
the same day. Often the victim is 
given a code word for the courier as a 
way of authentication. 

Your bank or the police will 
NEVER: 1. Phone and ask you for 
your PIN or full banking password. 

2. Ask you to withdraw money to 
hand over to them for safe-keeping 

3. Ask you to transfer money out of 
your account 

4. Send someone to your home to 
collect cash, PINs, cards to cheque 
books.

What you need to know…… 
• Action Fraud has experienced 

an increase in the reporting of 
malicious calls and voicemails, to 
members of the public purporting to 
be from Her Majesty’s Revenue & 
Customs (HMRC). 

• Fraudsters are spoofing 
genuine HMRC telephone numbers to 
deceive their victims over the phone. 
The fraudsters state that as a result 
of the victim’s non-payment of tax or 
other duty, the victim is liable for 
prosecution or other legal 
proceedings in order to settle the 
balance. The fraudsters suggest 
victims can avoid this, by arranging 
payment to be made immediately by

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methods such as bank transfer or by 
purchasing iTunes gift cards. 

• If the victim is hesitant or 
refuses to comply, the suspect makes 
a threat such as immediate arrest, 
sending bailiffs to the victim’s address 
or, in some cases, deportation. 

• Often, the period for which the 
tax is allegedly due is 
distant enough to 
guarantee the victim will 
have little, if any, 
paperwork or ability to verify the 
claims. Once the money is paid the 
suspects sever all contact with the 
victim. 

• In genuine cases, HMRC will 
initially make direct contact with you 
via post/letter and potentially follow 
up that letter with a phone call at a 
later date. 

• If HMRC contact you via 
telephone they will quote the 
reference number on the initial letter 
you should have received. HMRC will 
not discuss something you are not 
already aware of, like a tax 
investigation, and will NOT demand 
immediate payment.It is vital that the 
public exercise caution when 
receiving messages or telephone 

calls of this nature.What you need to 
do 

• Always question unsolicited 
requests for your personal or financial 
information. Just because someone 
knows your basic details (such as 
your name and contact details), it 
doesn’t mean they are genuine. 
Instead, contact the company directly 
using trusted methods such as a 
known email address or phone 
number. 

• Legitimate organisations 
wouldn’t ask you to pay taxes, bills or 
fees using an iTunes gift card, or any 
other type of voucher. If you’re 
contacted by anyone that asks you to 
do this, you’re likely the target of a 
scam 

• Don’t be rushed or pressured 
into making a decision. Under no 

circumstances would a 
genuine bank or some 
other trusted 
organisation force you to 

make a financial transaction on the 
spot. 

• Report Phishing attempts. If 
you receive a call, text or email of this 
nature and have not lost money, you 
can report this as phishing to Action
